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General Guidelines for APA Style References 

 Give your citation page the title of “References.”  

 References are listed in alphabetical order by author’s last name, or if no 
author, by title. 

 Most references include: author, year of publication, title and publishing or 
retrieval data.  

 For sources found online, include the DOI (digital object identifier), if 

available. If not DOI is given, include the URL proceeded by the words, 
“Retrieved from. . .”  

 Double-space within and between each entry.  

 Hanging indent: the first line of each source starts at the left margin and 
all lines after are indented five spaces. 
 

In-text Citations 
• APA uses the Author-Date method.  When you are paraphrasing someone’s 
words, your citation within the text should include the author’s last name, 

followed directly by the year.   
 
• If citing an article from a newspaper, magazine, newsletter, or online post, 

the References List citation must also include the month/day. 
 
 If there is no author, use the title of the work in place of the author’s 

name.
